Article 1 -  Objective
(1) This convention sets the frame of the trainee’s training period, in order to consolidate the practical knowledge and abilities of the trainee, in it’s specialty.
(2) The internship is followed by the trainee to develop professional abilities as described in the portfolio, attached to this convention.
(3) The framework for the internship’s organization and it’s content is described in this convention and the associated portfolio. 
Article 2 - Trainee’s  statute
(1) During the training period, the trainee keeps the statute of an student at Stefan cel Mare University.
Article 3 - Training period

Article 4 -  Payment and social obligations
(1) The training period (tick the appropriate situation):

(2) If the trainee is employed after the internship, they cannot claim the internship as seniority unless the internship is part of an employment contact. 
(3) The trainee cannot pretend salary from the training partner, unless he is an employee.
(4) The training partner can still give the trainee an allowance, gratification, bonus or benefits in kind, according to article 12 of the Law no. 72/2007.
Article 5 - Trainee’s  responsibilities
(1) During the training period, the trainee has the obligation to respect the established work program and to perform/accomplish the activities required/specified by their mentor, according to the training portfolio and the legal provisions regarding the work volume and difficulty.
(2) During the training period, the trainee must comply with the internal regulations of the training partner. If not, training partner’s manager has the right to cancel this convention, after he heard the trainee and their mentor, informed accordingly the host university and receive confirmation for the said informing.
(3) The trainee has the obligation to respect the safety and health work rules that they were informed about by the training partner, at the beginning of the training period.
(4) The trainee also agrees not to use any information about the training partner and his clients, in order to communicate it to a third part or to publish it, even after they finish the training period, unless the training partner agree.
Article 6 - Training partner’s responsibilities
(1) The training partner will designate a mentor, who will supervise the trainee’s work during the entire training period. The mentor’s responsibilities are defined in the associated portfolio.
(2) In case the trainee does not comply with his obligations, the mentor will contact the supervising teacher, and sanctions will be applied  according to the regulations of the host university.
(3) At the beginning of the training period, the training partner has the obligation to instruct the trainee regarding safety and work health regulation, as stipulated by the law. The training partner will take the necessary measures to assure the safety and health of the trainee, as well as informing the trainee regarding the professional risks.
(4) The training partner must put all the needed resources at the training disposal, in order for the trainee to acquire the competences mentioned in the training portfolio.
(5) The training partner has the obligation to ensure the trainee’s free access to the health work service during the entire training period.
Article 7 - Host university’s  responsibilities
(1) The training organizer designates a supervising teacher, responsible with planning, organizing and supervising the training period. The supervisor teacher, together with the mentor designated by the training partner, set the training theme and the competences and skills to be acquired.
(2) In case the training partner does not respect his commitments specified in the convention and portfolio, the head of the host university may decide to stop the training period, after they inform, in writing,  the manager of the training partner.
(3) At the end of the training period, the host university will provide the trainee  with a document (Transcript of work) , regarding the training period overall evaluation.

Article 10 – Training period reporting
(1) Over the training period, the mentor and the supervising teacher will evaluate the trainee continuously, using an observation/evaluation chart. The evaluation will be done regarding the level of learned professional competencies, the trainee behavior and the manner in which the trainee is integrating in the workplace culture (the level of discipline, punctuality, personal and professional responsibility in solving the given tasks, compliance with the internal regulation, etc.).
(2) At the end of the internship period, the mentor will create an evaluation report regarding the skill level acquired by the trainee.  The report will be considered as the basis for the student grading by the supervising teacher.
(3) After the internship period the student will present the practice log that will contain:
· the name/description of the completed internship stage;
· the abilities developed on the stage’s completion;
· the activities developed during the internship;
· personal observations regarding the activities of the internship. 
Article 11 – Safety and work health. Social protections 
(1) The trainee will attach to this contract the proof of medical insurance for the country/period of the internship period.
(2) The training partner must obey all legal provisions regarding safety and work health regarding the trainee.
(3) The trainee has social protections rights, guaranteed by the current legislation. The Law no.346/2002 regarding workplace accidents and professional diseases will cover the trainee the entire period of the internship.
(4) If the trainee has an workplace accident, on the premises of it’s workplace or going to/from the workplace, the training partner will notify the insurance company of the accident.
